In a culture that dismisses faith as unreasonable, can
Christians remain confident that the Bible is both reliable and
relevant?

Bible Society Australia, in partnership with The Centre for
Public Christianity, presents an evening with historian, author
and public advocate for the Christian Faith Dr John Dickson.

In 2012 Bible Society Australia is running a campaign called “Live Light in 25 Words” to see
people engage with the Bible and to develop a love of reading the Words of Scripture and
apply them to their everyday life.

He lives with his wife and three children in
Sydney’s North Shore, where he also serves as a local parish minister.
